THE שווא SHVA RULES

ב”ה

Shva Nach- A Shva in the middle of a word
divides the word into syllables. Say the sound
of the letter only because the Shva is sleeping.

Shva Na- A Shva in the beginning of the word
makes /e/ like /e/gg (like sounds of Tzeirei and
Segol)

Two Shvas in the middle of a word- For two
consecutive Shvas in the middle of the word,
the first one is Shva Nach (silent), the second
is Shva Na (/e/ like /e/gg)

When there are two of the same letters in the
middle of a word and the first one has a Shva,
it is a Shva na (/e/ like /e/gg)

When there are two Shvas at the end of a
word, both are Shva Nach (silent)

When a Dagesh (dot) is found in a letter with a
Shva, it is pronounced as a Shva Na (/e/ like
/e/gg)

When a Shva is found after a prefix, some
pronounce it as Shva Nach (silent) and some
as Shva Na (/e/ like /e/gg).
